the development and growth of programs across a variety of disciplines.  They will champion and 
encourage meaningful community engagement, supporting communities and building partnerships in 
the region and around the world with respect and reciprocity, while reinforcing and accelerating 
emerging and existing research programs. The Vice-President (Grenfell Campus) reports to the 
President and Vice-Chancellor and is a member of Memorial’s senior executive team while acting as 
Grenfell Campus’s chief advocate and ambassador.
